Bhopal: The search for 19-year-old
Anuj Lodhi, who jumped into
Bhopal's Bada Talab (Upper Lake)
near the Raja Bhoj statue on
Thursday night, concluded tragi-
cally this Saturday morning with
the recovery of his body. Anuj had
leaped into the lake around 9 PM
on Thursday, prompting an imme-
diate and confinuous search oper-
ation by police and divers.

Anuj Lodhi, a resident of
Karond, Coral Phase One, was a
student who also managed his
own YouTube channel. On Thurs-
day night, witnesses saw him jump
into the lake from near the Raja
Bhoj statue and promptly alerted
the police.

Upon receiving the informa-
tion, police rushed to the scene
and, with the help of divers, con-
ducted an extensive overnight
search, but Anuj could not be
found, The search operation re-
sumed on Saturday morning, and
divers successfully located Anuj’s
body.

Police have taken possession of
the body and sent it for post-
mortem examination. Following
the procedure, the body was hand-
ed over to his grieving family. Ac-
cording to police, no suicide note
was found at the scene, leaving the
reasons behind his apparent sui-
cide undisclosed. Police are cui-
rently investigating the case.
